All families at Our Lady Star of the Sea School are required to provide
fifty hours of service each school year through a variety of activities and commit-
tees.

Auction Donation

As outlined in the Student/Family Handbook, each family is re-
sponsible for procuring or providing an item for the Auction valued at
$100 or more. This is the second element of a successful auction
event. Popular items include gift baskets, electronics, tickets to shows
or sporting events, time share rentals, over-nights. Use your creativity,
contacts and personal resources to secure an item that will have appeal
once the bidding starts. Remember, the idea is to donate an item that
will generate interest, high bidding, and ultimately more money for the
school. Work with other school families to boost the value of your do-
nation. Remember, $100 is the floor, but the sky’s the limit!

Attending the Auction

The third key element to a successful SCOPE auction is by far
the most enjoyable. Entertainment, a cash bar, the Silent Auction, din-
ner, and the Live Auction are rolled up into one very special evening of
fundraising and fellowship. As an auction guest you will have the op-
portunity to bid on many valuable items, events and packages. Tickets
for the SCOPE Auction are $55 per person. All school parents are en-
couraged to attend and invite friends, grandparents, or anyone commit-
ted to supporting Catholic education at Our Lady Star of the Sea
School.

The SCOPE Auction takes place at Camerman Hall, with child
care available for a small fee in the Parish Center. This years’ event will
be held on Friday, February 10, 2012, with doors opening at 5:00 P.M.
Dinner and the Live Auction will commence at approximately 7:00 P.M.
